Barber/Cosmetologist Apprenticeship

Work Description

Barbers/cosmetologists cut, trim, shampoo
and style hair. They advise patrons on how to
care for their hair, straighten or permanent
wave a customer’s hair, or lighten/darken hair
color. In addition, most cosmetologists are
trained to give manicures, pedicures, and
scalp and facial treatments; provide makeup
analysis; and clean and style wigs and
hairpieces. Barbers/cosmetologists generally
work in clean, pleasant surroundings with
good lighting and ventilation. Good health and
stamina are important because much of the
workday will be spent standing. The barber/
cosmetologist works with current fashion
trends to create a total look for today’s men,
women and children.

Application Requirements

Applicants should be 18 years of age and submit an
apprentice and employer application to their Bureau
of Apprenticeship Standards Representative. See
representative information.

Training Period

The Barber/Cosmetologist Apprenticeship consists
of two years of not less than 4,000 hours. The
apprentice spends 6-1/2 hours per week for three
semesters in paid-related classroom instruction, for
a total of 288 hours. Once the apprenticeship is
completed, the individual may take the state test to
be licensed as a practitioner.

Working Conditions

Barber/cosmetologists generally work in well-lit,
well-ventilated shops but will be standing on their
feet for long periods.

Tools and Equipment

The shop owner will provide hand tools and
equipment during the apprenticeship.

Complete state licensing exam.

Practice health and safety regulations.
Apply principles of good skin care.

Apply makeup.

Practice client consultation.

Explain product application and contents.
Perform nail care techniques.

Identify skin diseases.

Apply theory of hair cutting, styling and coloring to
actual applications.

The state has
required a minimum of 288 hours paid-related instruction. No unpaid-related hours are required.

Students will begin the semester directly following their indenture date. There are no prerequisites.
