Steamfitting Service Apprenticeship

Work Description

Steamfitting service mechanics adapt and
repair pipe systems; install appliances, heating
and refrigeration units; and weld pipes. They
troubleshoot, diagnose and repair components
of heating and cooling systems and
refrigeration units. System controls and
diagnostic procedures are emphasized.

Application Requirements

Applicants should be 18 years of age and submit:

(1) apprentice application; (2) medical questionnaire;
(3) copy of birth certificate; (4) copy of high school
diploma or equivalency certificate; (5) copy of
military transfer or discharge, if applicable; (6) copy
of valid driver’s license; and (7) copy of ACCUPLACER
test results. All applicants are required to pass a
physical examination as prescribed by the local JATC.

Training Period

The Steamfitting Service Apprenticeship consists of
five years of not less than 8,000 hours in which a
minimum of 540 hours is spent in paid-related
classroom instruction. Classes are offered every
other week for eight semesters. Apprentices will be
assigned courses for the unpaid-related instruction.
These classes are mandatory and require a minimum
of 90 percent attendance.

Working Conditions

Service steamfitters work indoors in equipment
rooms as well as some outdoor repair work. They
use test instruments and tools in troubleshooting and
repairing of HVAC/R systems. The work is active and
strenuous requiring walking, standing, climbing,
lifting and working in cramped or high areas.

Tools and Equipment

Steamfitters generally need only their own
measuring instruments. Most companies provide all
the tools needed in the trade.
